 Just as it was stepping up its 
economic offensive against 
China, India, through a newly 
floated state-owned company, 
inked a pact with an Argentine 
firm mid-last year to jointly 
prospect lithium in the South 
American country that has the 
third largest reserves of the 
silver- white alkali metal — a 
crucial building block of the 
lithium ion rechargeable 
batteries that power electric 
vehicles (EVs), laptops and 
mobile phones. It is also learnt 
to be exploring options in Chile 
and Bolivia, two other top 
lithium-producing countries. 
 

 Tightening the noose around

 The Food Safety and Standards 
Authority of India (FSSAI) has 
capped the amount of trans 
fatty acids (TFA) in oils and fats 
to 3% for 2021 and 2% by 2022 
from the current permissible 
limit of 5% through an 
amendment to the Food Safety 
and Standards (Prohibition and 
Restriction on Sales)

 China’s President Xi Jinping has 
signed an order that has 
amended China’s National 
Defence Law, giving the Central 
Military Commission (CMC), 
which he heads, greater power 
in mobilising resources to 
protect a new and broader 
definition of what constitutes 
the national interest. 

 

 The Number of deaths due to 
lightning strikes reduced by 
nearly 37 per cent, from 2,800 
deaths between April 1, 2018 to 
March31,2019 to 1,771during 
the same period in 2019-20, 
according to a report published  
by the Climate Resilient 
Observing Systems Promotion 
Council (CROPC).
